OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Release the two front fasteners and open the lid. 

2. Remove hose and VACOBAT battery from cover storage and packaging area.

3. Remove the orange plug from the filter cartridge and store in unit.

4. Slide one end of the hose into the filter cartridge.

5. Attach appropriate accessories on the hose assembly.

6. Plug the VACOBAT battery into the battery receptacle on the vacuum.

7. Close lid and latch securely.

8. Turn on the power switch.

9. These vacuums have a built-in feature for added operator and motor safety.  If the unit gets too hot or the airflow gets too restricted, the vacuum will shut down.  Wait for approx. 10 seconds.  Turn the on/off switch back on in approximately 10 seconds.  Your hose may be clogged, or it may be time to install a new filter.

10. When vacuuming is complete, plug the filter with either the permanently attached filter plug or the disposable orange plug when storing and not in use.

11. The vacuum is equipped with a full filter indicator light underneath the switch/receptacle and is labeled “Full Filter”.  When the filter is nearing full capacity, the red light will turn on.

12. Filter Replacement:  Requires No. 1 Philips Screwdriver and Small Adjustable Wrench.  Insert disposable filter plug.  Open Lid.  Remove metal filter retention bracket.  Lift out filter by putting fingers under each filter end tab and lift up and out.  Dispose of filter.  Insert new filter.  Reattach metal filter retention bracket.
FILTER CHANGE-OUT INSTRUCTIONS (Requires Phillips Screwdriver and Small Adjustable Wrench)
1. Release the two front latches and open the lid.

2. Insert small orange disposable filter plug contaminated filter cartridge.

3. Remove metal filter retention bracket.

4. Put fingers under each end of filter under filter tabs.

5. Lift up and out.

6. Dispose of full filter in an appropriate manner compliant with all local, state, and federal laws.

7. Insert new filter.

8. Reattach metal filter retention bracket.

9. Close Lid and latch securely.

As stated, this machine is intended for commercial use, such as for hotels, schools, hospitals, factories, shops, manufacturing facilities, rental businesses, etc. As long as your vacuum is operating normally with the suction power, one can continue to use and reuse the filter.  Once suction decreases to a point where your full filter indicator light remains lit, and your vacuum pressure at the end of the hose is not strong enough to pick up dirt and debris, it is time to dispose of your filter and drop in a new filter.
This vacuum is manufactured with a Long-Life DC Digital Brushless Motor and will last for approximately 800 hours of use.  There are no motor brushes in this vacuum cleaner.
Battery and Charging Safety
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To reduce the risk of electric shock, fire, battery explosion, or injury: 

Basic information and warning for ATRIX Battery and Charger are contained below. 

For detailed usage and warning information, read the HOW TO CHARGE THE BATTERY PACK carefully before using this unit. 

1.Use only the ATRIX Charger and ATRIX Battery Pack. 

2.DO NOT expose battery pack to temperatures above 122°F (50°C). Never leave battery packs in automobiles on hot days, where temperatures can be much higher than the outside temperature. 

3.DO NOT use or store vacuum or batteries in wet or moist conditions, or with flammable or combustible materials. 

4.DO NOT charge batteries or store batteries for extended periods, 1 month or more, in temperatures above 90°F (32°C) or below 40°F (5°C). 

5.When charging, make sure that the charger has at least 6 inches of clearance on all sides. Adequate airflow is required to cool the charger when in use. 

6.DO NOT use a damaged cord or plug for charging. 

7.DO NOT pull on charger’s cord to unplug. Grasp and pull the plug, not the cord. 

8.DO NOT handle the charger’s cord plug with wet hands when inserting into electrical outlet. 

9.Keep sparks and flames away from batteries. Do not smoke near batteries or charger. 

10.DO NOT charge the unit outdoors. 

11.DO NOT attempt to repair, service, or modify the battery system or charger. Contact Atrix with any issues.

Charge in well ventilated area.

DO NOT block charger vents. Keep them clear to allow proper ventilation. 

CHARGING LITHIUM BATTERY PACKS
Charge completely before first use.

VACOBAT battery will arrive with less than 30% charge.
It is not necessary to drain the battery pack completely before recharging.  
If the charger’s light is not lit at any point during the charging process, remove the battery pack from the charger to avoid damaging the product. DO NOT insert another battery. Contact Atrix with any issues. 

BATTERY PROTECTION FEATURE

The 22-volt Lithium batteries are designed with features that protect the Lithium Polymer cells and maximize battery life. When the battery has reached its minimum voltage level the electronics will shut off the battery. Once the battery shuts off, it must be recharged. 

PREPARING BATTERY PACK FOR CHARGING

BATTERY MUST BE REMOVED FROM VACUUM PRIOR TO CHARGING AND DURING CHARGING PROCESS. 

1. Turn off the power switch. 

2. Push tab to UNLOCK the battery pack and REMOVE battery pack from the vacuum.

3. Plug the charger’s power cord into the charger. 

4. Plug the round connector on the charger’s cord into the battery pack. 

5. Plug the charger’s power cord into wall outlet. 

6. The indicator light will turn red when charging and turn Green when full charged. The Battery pack will require approximately 1 hour to full charge. 

Note: Battery pack and charger may get warm while charging.
In 2002, the European Union introduced the Directive on Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE). The main aim of the Directive is to ensure that WEEE is collected and treated separately.
